Robberies

There was one robbery during the past week.

On Tuesday, 01-13-26, at approximately 12:10 a.m., officers were dispatched to the Westlake Shopping
Center on a report of a robbery. The victim stated that while he was outside Walgreens, he began to
dance for unknown reasons. The victim stated that multiple suspects approached him, engaged in a
physical altercation, and stole his cell phone from his sweatshirt pocket. Four suspects were detained.

Residential Burglaries

There were no residential burglaries during the past week.

Commercial Burglaries
There were two commercial burglaries during the past week.

On Tuesday, 01-13-26, at approximately 6:13 p.m., officers were dispatched to Nordstrom Rack at the
Serramonte Center on a report of a detained shoplifter. A security officer stated that he observed the
suspect select a scarf and place it inside a backpack. A loss prevention officer also observed the suspect
select miscellaneous jewelry and place the items inside the backpack. The suspect then exited the store
without paying. Once outside the store, the suspect was detained, and police were called. The



merchandise was recovered from the backpack. Additional stolen jackets and perfume belonging to
Macy’s were recovered from the suspect’s vehicle. A stolen package from San Francisco was also
recovered. The suspect, a 30-year-old San Francisco resident, was arrested and booked into jail for
commercial burglary, grand theft, and possession of stolen property.

On Friday, 01-16-26, between approximately 10:50 p.m. and midnight, a victim had his car keys, wallet,
jeans, belt, cash, and credit and debit cards stolen from his locked locker at Planet Fitness on Junipero

Serra Boulevard. At approximately 12:13 a.m., the victim’s credit card was used at a store in San
Francisco. This investigation is ongoing.
